From the pastor:
Greetings in the name of Christ our Lord!

As part of a recent worship experience, we heard Jesus’ invitation from
Matthew 11:28, 30: “Come to me, all you that are weary and carrying
heavy burdens, and I will give your rest...For my yoke is easy and my
burden is light” (NRSV). I invited us into a ritual to practice receiving
this invitation. We were each given a stone and we prayerfully
imagined transferring all of our burdens into that stone. Then we were
invited to the baptismal font where we left our stones behind and went
away renewed by the waters of our baptism.

I left my stone in the font like many of you did. But a funny thing
happened. The next day, I still found that I had burdens to bear. So |
practiced the ritual again! But then, wouldn’t you know it, as the day
wore on, I felt the weight of burdens creeping back. Some new, some
old that I had not fully relinquished to God’s care. That whole week, 1
found myself practicing this ritual again and again. I remembered
Jesus’ call again and again. Because I needed it again and again.

As I did this, another Scripture surfaced in my heart, this one from
Ephesians 4:1-3: “I therefore, the prisoner in the Lord, beg you to lead a
life worthy of the calling to which you have been called, with all
humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another in
love, making every effort to maintain the unity of the Spirit in the bond
of peace” (NRSV). I couldn’t help but think, a little tongue in cheek,
that this doesn’t sound like a very ‘light yoke’ at all!

Humility, gentleness, patience, unity, bearing with one another in love.
These are the fruits of a lifetime of intentional faith work—of nurture
and grace, of steadfast planting and pruning. Just as these were
beginning to feel like a burden all their own, I remembered my stone
and laid it down again before Jesus in prayer. And in that moment, the
fruits began to blossom a little more. Patience, gentleness, humility,
unity all took root a little deeper. When I relinquished the burdens that I
bear alone, suddenly the call to bear with one another in love didn’t
seem quite as daunting.

I don’t expect this is any groundbreaking realization. But it served an
important and timely reminder in my life. I share it with you in the
hopes that it might spark something in you, too. Maybe, like me, you’ll
come back for a stone so that you can practice again and again what it
is to lay your burdens down. May we all receive the rest Jesus promises
that we can be empowered for the call that is set before us.
